Yesterday's journey had two incen-
fives — first to visit five cemeteries in
which Family members are interred,
and second to ake Polaroids of the
large monument in  Thornlown’s
“0Old Cemetery’” dedicated to my
great-grandfather James P. Mills
with all ol his family's names inscrib-
ed, including that of my Grand-
mother and of her brother Emmetl
Mills, after whom | was named, Asa
young Butterfield Owerland
stagecoach driver he was killed and
scalped north of Deming, New Mex-
ico, I took a rough ride across cattle
guards and grazing land (o locate the
now named Massacre  Mountain,
where the Apaches made their attack.
Do you suppose that being named
aflter a scalped man preordained me
Lo lose my hair early?

In the Sugar Plain Friends Church
cemetery, | found that the headstone
had never had my aunt's {by mar-
riage) death date engraved. The
minisier, Mark Inglis, and his good
wife with whom he shares the
minisiry, were maost helpful and gave
me the name of the cemetery sexton,
Mark has an avocation in stained
glass and blacksmithing. Since my
gscape from peiroleum refining was
in woodworking (all for family use or
gifts), we went (o his shop and ex-
changed hints on workmanship, My

cabinetwork has included seven
grandfather clocks, over 30 carriage
or maniel clocks, a 100-inch dining
table, four breakfronts, and innum-
merable candlestick tables, shelves,
curio cahinets, elc,

Locating Mr, Jack Huchens was
gasy, but going back to the cemetery
we Tound that the trustee’s records
weren'l complete and there was no
death date recorded, Uncle Harey
Counchman had preceded Aunt Ellie
il uella) and his part of the headstone
was praperly engraved, but they were
without children, and after her death
there was no one Lo sce to Lthe engray-
ing. | have found over 30 years some
half a dozen rather distant Family
members had suffered the same fale,

My parents, Grandmother Bur-
ckhalier, and some dozen aunis and
uncles are in the Cox cemetery. |

grandmother Sarah's maiden name
was Kenworthy, It was her father
who was threatened by the Pol-
tawatomie Indians if he ever plowed
the land on which they had buried
their dead, There is a brass marker on
the morth side of Ind, 47 about 174
mile ¢ast of Thorntown {across from
the old Otis Handley farmhouse) that
commemaorates this event, Years ago
the grassland extended down (o the
highway fence, but later was plowed
up o the north,

Dateline: Grenada Mary Weeks:

When | knew we were (0 join Pro-
ject HOPE in Grenada for a two
month stav, | wondered what my

unoificial role would be. 1
undersiood that some HOPE wives
worked in the hospital as volunteers,
gither in health-refated jobs suited 1o
their professional skills or gt tradi-
tional volunteer tasks, I learned that
their efforts were much appreciated,
but 1 wanted to do something dif-
ferent. My adult life had pretly much
been directed to family and com-
munity organizations, and since this
wouild be our first international ex-
perience without young children, |
wanted 1w do something off the
beaten track of my life's experiences,

Mavbe, | wondered, | could con-
centrate on Grenadian  crafts.
Perhaps basket making. Projected
scenarios had me working side-by-
side with basket weavers, and so,
without apology or self-righteous ra-
tiomalization, | decided [ would learn
and take while my colleagues taught
and gave. | hoped that my taking
would, in & way, be giving. Mary
Weeks of Boca, Grenada must have
shared a telepathic moment for she
provided me with an experience uni-
gue bevond any envisioned fantasies.

I had just bought a “heap’ (4 or 5)
of tomatoes at the market plaza when
I decided to take the old bull by the
horms. **Anvbody know anvone who
makes baskers?" and the ladies under
B

their straw hats looked surprised. **1
would like to learn how to make a
basket and wondered If anyvbody
knows anvone willing to teach me,"”

#She make the basket,” one lady
answered accompanving her izland
dialect with a gentle Grenadian smile,
and she pointed 1o a slight, kind look-
ing lady standing behind a table of
papaya and yams. **She make spice
baskets."

Spice baskets are small 4% wide
containers with woven lids and,
usually, with a handle. Filled with
clear plastic envelopes of mace,
nulmeg, cinnamon, cloves, bay leaves
and saffron, the baskets are one of
the most purchased tourist items on
the istand,

I introduced myself to the baske
maker, and she agreed, somewhal
gigaly, 1o being my teacher. 1 was to
go to her village of Boca by bus the
next Monday (it was Wednesday),
and her market friend would see that
I boarded the proper vehicle. Dozens
of buses, privale mini-vans and the
larger Milsubishi buses of the Ma-
tional Transporl Service, convene on
onc-half of the market square in Si.
Cieorpe’s for their runs aboutl the
island, (Though the several dozen
MNTS buses are cheaper and more
spacious, passengers prefer the mini-
vans which do nol run on schedule
but depart when filled...and they fill
up quickly.) | was reliewved that |

would be pointed in the right direc-
tion for since none of my friends had
ridden these buses, | didn't kmow
whal to ¢xpeci. The basket-maker's
name was Mary Weeks, and her
market friend was Christing Smith.
Monday at 3:00 am, 1 found
Christine in the Plaza. She hurmed me
to the hectic bus area, but nothing
bound for Boca revved its engines.
Hurrying back to her produce
table, Christine planned to dash back
and forth (il my transport appeared.
Knowing thal she must not miss a
sale, 1 decided 1o get mysell on the
correct unmarked bus and went from
vehicle o wvehicle Tor 20 minutes
before the driver of a vellow and
green van identified his as the one io
take. | thought | was the last
passenger (o board his 16 passenger
van, but five people later, twenty-ong
of us smooshed into five narrow
rows, Jumpseats appeared [rom-
nowhere as the bus filled up, and
many passengers leflt empiy botiles
and tims with the tickel boy sitting by
the sliding van door, Thése containgrs
remained a puzzlement unlil we stop-
ped At a gas station a half-mile along
our northerly roule, There, the ticket
attendant filled the empty bottles and
tins with kerosene for cooking and
lighting for the passengers io retrieve
when debarking. Calypso  music
from a cassetie kept evervone aleri,
and when the music was lurned off,



the driver entertained with a
monologue that kept the crowd hap-
py. Most of his dramatic exposition,
as nearly as 1 ¢ould understand,
mimicked = teenage pgirl named
Michelle who herself had prattled on
some malter at great length belore
she deboarded,

Our bus wove inland then left the
highway to rise steeply up a road with
5% ruis gutiing the surface,

My wvisit appeared as eventful for

Mary had understood exactly what
I wanted and had prepared for our
lesson. Insisting that | sit in a chair
while she demonstrated, Mary settled
me under a tree on the packed dird
gutside her house. That morning she
had cut a green bamboo free which
had 12 joimis or sections between not
ches, She hacked the bamboo with a
cuifass ino two six-joinied lengths, |
took her picture, My plan was (o
obzerve, photograph, record pro-
cedures in my notebook and, al cer-
fain  seages. 1o work the basket
myself.

Four pictures later, mechanisms on
the camera stuck, and click and snap
as | would, nothing happened.
Assuming the 36 roll of film was used
up, | opened the camera to insert &
new film. Eleven inches of exposed
ruined film fell loosely between the
unexposed spool and s companion
sponl of exposed  shots.  Besides
destraying photos of our mountain

climb and sea adventure, | couldn't
remove the entrenched spools froam
the camera. Close to tears, | realized
there would be no piclures of my
Monday with Mary Weeks,

Mary continued and | wrole
furicusly. With her blade, she
guartered the bamboo lengthwise
With a smaller, dull knife she scraped
Lthe notches, smoothing the long sun
face, then cut long sinips 3754 wide
['hen she peeled separaiing green
lengths from the whitish inner edge
Stnips were again reducsed in width,
ithis time fo 178 The heavy green
lengihs were used to frame or “set’ Lhe
16 spokes of the baskei. Lighter
weight while strips were used for the
weaving. Except for the handle which
was . iwo joinis in length, the frame
was set with onc joint strip about 12°
LTI,

Mary's mimble fingers worked with
effortless speed reminding me of my
mother-in-law knitting. Afier weay
ing several rows and  patiently
repeating instructions, Mary handed

The month of Ociober brings
dazzling fall color 1o Boone County
wooded areas and landscapes, Onee
the color fades, it 15 lime (o do some
planting, Many people assume hat
spring is the only time to plant irées
and shrubs. Howewer, fall s the
preferred (ime 1o plant most land-
scape plants,

Fall planting has several advan-
iages, Since planis do nol produce
leaves in the fall, rool growth s the
primary plant function, Rools: con-
tinue Lo prow as long as the soil
icmperature is above 40 degrees. Soil
temperatures penerally remain
favorable for root growth into the

monih of December, Mulching can
keep soil temperaiures high enough
for rool development into early
winter. Fall planting also has the ad-
vantage of less waler requirements,
less weed competition and betrer soil
conditions,

Exceptions 1o the **fall is'best”™ rule
are fleshy or taprooted trees such as
tuliptree, degwoeod, persimmon and
nul Lrees, Also  included are
broadleaved -evergreens such as
rhododendrons.  They should be
planted in the spring, only. However,
nurserymen may  have  container-
grovwn and some balled and burlap.
ped stock which may be planted any
time il kept well walered. _

Thoroughly prepare the planting
area, As a rule of thumb, dig the hole
g (oot deeper and a fool wider than
the rool span or soil ball. Mix soil
removed from the hole with orzanic
maitler such as al MOES Or COmposk
before replacing it. Set plants al the
same depth they grew in Lthe nursery
or slightly higher to allow Tor setting,

Burlapped plants can be planted
with the burlap left on, bul be sure
and remove any rope of lwing [0
avold girdling the tree.  Mosi
container-grown planis should have
the comainer removed,

Ciently pack the soil as the hole is
filled to remove air pockets, Fill the
hole halfway or three-quarters with
soil and then flood with water. After
the waler has draned, add the re-

maining soil 1o the proper level and
firm. Form a saucer around the planl
with excess 501l 10 catch waler.

Inadequate water is a frequent
cause of planl death during the first
vear afiler transpianting. Water the
tree or shrub every 7 o 10 days
through November if it does nol rain.

Tree characteristics and the plani-
ing site should be considered prior 1o
planting, Knowledge of lhe (ree's
ultimale size is important. Plant far
enough from the house so thal the tree
wor'l become a nuisance al malurity.
Don™t plant large trees under utility
lines. Match tree characteristics with
the exposure they will have 1o sum,
wind and moisture. For example,
dogwood, redbud and purple leal
plum are best plamted with a north or
eiasl exposure,

Consider the landscape Tunction of
the iree, Will it be a corner planting,
background, screen, specimen  of
sireet iree? Corner plantings require a
small tree 5 (o 15 feet 1all. Star
magnolia, Washington hawthorn,
purple leaf plum and small crabapple
varieties are goodd Lrees for Corner
plantings, If a medium sized tree 15
to 30 Feet tall 5 desired, then Brad-
ford pear, Winter King hawthorne,
crabapple and redbud are  goul
choices. Large trees with  worlhy
characteristics include. ashes, red
maple, sugar maple, honeylocust, red
oak and London planeiree. Some
recommended specimen trees are blue
spruce, hronze beech, river hirch and
Japanese maple.

Sarme (rees should be avoided
because of undesirable
charactleristics. Homeowners should
not plant these trees either because of
weak wood which is prone (o slorm
damage, irashiness, dissase suscep-
tibility, general unattractivensss, or @
combination of these qualities. Silver
maple, calalpa, box elder, Lombards
poplar, tree of heaven, and willows
all fit im this undesirable category. In
addition, these objectionable specics
don’t have much fall color o offer
either,

The beautiful aulumn colors signal
the keginning of plant dormancy. Fall
planting offers several advantages, so
avaid the spring rush and plant now.

The Man Behind the Sheriff’s
Badge: Ern Hudson

On the north side of Courthouse
Square in Lebanon sits a two-story
yvellow brick building housing the of-
fice of the Boone County Sheriff and
the jail. Signs direct visitors to enfer
atl a door off Meridian Street, just six
steps below street level.

An open door admits (o a small en-
ity hall closed off from the rest of the
building by a formidable sieel door.
A sign commanding ‘‘Check
Weapons Here™" directs attention to a
sealed, tinted glass window on the
right (probably bulietproof) with a
speaker system beside. To the left of
the window and below is a scratched
while metal panel thal covers the
opening where weapons are
deposited,

You cannot clearly see (he man
who speaks to vou from behind the
window, bul he suggests thal you
have a seat for a few minutes until the
sherilf can see you. As vou seitle
yoursell on one of threg brown
chairs, vou mentally bless the open
door that stands between vou and
claustrophobia. The setting is of
austerity only a taxpayer could love,

A5 vou hear the buzz of the door
release vou are a little apprehensive,
This is not someplace people normal-
Iv choose to visit. Should you?

Jail was Home for
Four Years

Your next reaction is one of sur-
prise. You expecting [0 see a siern-
faced officer in a brown uniform with
a gun strapped o hiz hip. Instead you
see a smiling man in a plaid sports-
coat with a twinkle in his eve, This is
Sherifif Ern K. Hudson. Beside him
stands the stern-faced officer in the

brown uniform with the gun strapped
to his hip.

Well into his sixth vear as sherifT,
Hudson came to the job with con-
siderable knowledge of law enforce-
ment m Boone Counly garnered
throughout the seven vears he was a
state trooper patrolling the area out
of the Lafaverte post,

With the sheriff"s job came am
apartment in the building housing the
jail, and appointment of his wife,
Judy, as matron, Over a year ago, the
Hudson family moved to a house,
seeking a place where 13-year-old
Holly and [0-year-old Rick could ride
their bicycles, and Ern and Judy
could get away from the job for a few
howrs,

“Even il vou work twelve hours,
just knowing vou're going home is so
much better,”” Ern says, "'l still res-
pond to anything major. They (his
staff) can reach me by phone or
radio,

““We are never really away from
this job," he comtinues, explaining
that during the nine weeks he recently
spent al polvegraph school in Detroit
he found himself calling back each
day to check on things.

“If anything poes wrong, it's on
my shoulders,”” he zays. “*Fortunately
that works in reverse, but the respon-
sibility never leaves the back of my
mind."

As matron, Judy is in charge of the
female prisoners and is responsible
for meal planning. Food service musi
meel certain state requirements for
nutrition and also stay within the
alotted budget. Judy plans the
menus, does the food buying, and
prepares food one day each week and
anytime the two cooks, who each
work three days a week, are off for
vacation or illness., A typical noon

meal inclodes chicken and noodles,
mashed potatees with gravy, spinach,
bread and butier, and tea or milk.

Her most nolarious prisoner was
convicted murderess Marcia Heald,
who spent three and a half weeks in
the Boone County Jail while she was
on trial.

Marcia Heald Had
A Picnic

A surprising phenomenon is that
many prisoners develop a feeling of
friendship towards those who provide
for their needs while they are im-
prisoned. The Hudsons frequently
receive Christmas cards and other
correspondence from  former  in-
mates, and Marcia Heald invited
them 1o a picnic last Tuly. Inmates of
the Women's Prison at Indianapolis,
where Ms. Heald was incarcerated,
who are serving a sentence of twenty
07 more years, are permitted to invite
up to twenty people to a picnic each
VCAr.

In another case, a woman who had
passed forged prescriptions spent a
vear and half in the Boone County
Jail. A former prostitute and user of
hard-line drugs, she rarely had a
vigitor. She scemed to gain sirength
through her contact with Judy and
with members of the Gideon Society
who visited her while in jail, Emn
thinks, and she has pulled completely
away from her former activities, is
now working, and supporting her
family. Interestingly, although not
originally from Boone County, she
chose Boone County as her home
when she was released.



Like Ern, Judy rarely wears a
uniform. *'[ just hate to go in to pick
up & loaf of bread in a uniform," she
5AYE,

How do the Hudson children's
peers react (o their parent's jobs?

“Our children are still voung
cnough that their friends think it’s a
big deal — neat,"" Ern says, adding
that he is regularly called upon to talk
to his children's school classes as well
as other classes in schools, and 1o
scoul groups. Bicycle safety is often
his subject, but he has also presented
programs on  drogs, search and
seizure and the Constitution, etc.
Also children's groups are among
those who visit the jail.

Ricky plavs soccer and has attained
his blug bell in karate, only two belts
away Trom the coveled black belt,
Holly enjoys sports as a spectator,
Although the family likes to fish,
“*Just free time with the kids to do
nothing is great,” says Ern, who also
likes to hunt,

“1 used to be the best shot in the
department,”’ he goes on, “*bul now
one or two of the deputies can top
me.ll.'

Shooting Skills on
the Mark

In competition last summer al Fort
Harrison, he brags, the six Boone
Counly deputies who participated
brought home five trophies and a gift
certificate,

Hudson is unashamedly proud of
his department. “'We were the sixth
jail in the state to be accredited by the
American Medical Association,” he
says, ““and the 64th jail in the L5,

We have just been re-accredited [or
another two years and will go o
Chicagn in October o receive an
award for this recognition. For a little
department (10 full-time officers, in-
cluding Hudson), we've done some
things to get our name on the map.

““In the last five years, 87 ol the 92
county jails in Indiana were involved
in some (ype of litigation.” Hudson
says. “'Bone 1= one of the live that
wasn’l,"’

He is alsa prowd that a number of
his men have continued their educa-
tion, Two have bachelor’s degress
and one is working on a master’s, All
are graduaies of the Indiana Law En-
forcement Academy at Plainfield and
have taken periodic shor courses to
stay current on law enforcement pro-
cedures.

Two receni acquisitions enhance
the capabilities of the department.
One 15 a polygraph that Hudson and
Detective Sergeant Stan Large trained
to use in a course at Detroil this sum-

mer. The other is a BAC veriller that
he e¢alls **the latest piece of
technology in breath testing equip-
ment."” The Boone jail, he savs, was
one of the first jails in the state 1o ac-
quire this means of lesting for level of
alcohol consumpticn.

With the addition of the polygraph

to the PSE (psychological stress
evaluator) already in wuse in the
depariment, Hudson says Boone
County mow has “‘two of the best lie
detection devices in the country (o-
day." .
The department also has a canine
program, a hvpnotist on stafl, crime
scene experts, five certiflied emergen-
cy medical technicians in the depart-
ment, and all deputies are annually
updated on first aid and cardio-
pulmonary resuscitation.

The best judges of performance,
though, are the people served by the
Sheriffs Department. Out of every
ten comments, Hudson says, "'we gel
one negative and ten “atta boys," *'
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Architectural Treasure Hunting

Of Bridges:

Boone County bridges have held
their share of the spotlight in recent
months as the complexities of replac-
ing old siructures with new, as money
is available, are aired in the press.
Fhiz month's Architectural Treasure
Hunbing will also focus an bridges,
but for different reasons,

First, and most appropriste to this
column, 15 the fact that a number of
Boone bridges have been included by
the Historic Landmarks Foundation
of Indiana in its 1980 interim report
of the county's historic sites amd
siructures inventory,

The second reason we will talk
about bridges is just for fun. Hallo-
ween will soon be here, 0 this seems
the right month for stories of ghosts,
goblins, witches, et al. The stories we
have heard all surround Boone Coun-
ty's haumted bridge, known as the
Screaming  Bridge, on  Screaming
Haollow Road.

First the facts. There are 42 bridges
in the county listed as architeciurally
significant to some degree,
Washingion Township has eighi:
Clinton - Township, seven; Marion
and Sugar Creek each ve; Jackson
and Union each have Tour; Center
and Eagle each have three; leflerson,
Harrison and Worth, each one. There
are none in Perry Township,

Most of the bridges are histed as
“Contributing" or **Notable.”” Con-
Iributing means that they contribute
lo the uniqueness of the area but at
the time of the report were not in a
gondition that would appear 1o megl
the general criteria for either the Na-
tional or State Register of Historic
Places, but they might'be considered
for inclusion in a county historic
Fegister program.

The Motable rating indicates that
these bridges are recommended as
potential nominees to the Indiana
Register of Historic Sites and Struc-
tures, They are notable, but not
outstanding in their significance on
the siate and local level.

Outstanding, Notable,

and HAUMTED

Three of the county bridges are
listed as possessing Owistanding
significance on the national, state, or
local level im engineering and
transportation. They are the Prai
Through Truss bridge on 500W in
Washingtion Township, circa 1886:
another Pratt Through Truss on
1200% in Sugar Creek Township, cir-
ca 190 and a double span bridge in
Sugar Creek Township that combines
a Praut Through Truss over Sugar
Creck with a Pratt Pony Truss owver
the overflow, circa 1900,

The Pratt truss bridge was the type
most commonly used in America un-
til after World War 11 for spans under
230 feet. Itz advantages were simplici
tv, economy of metal and suitability
for connecting to the floor and lateral
sysiems.

The oldest bridge listed in the
report is the stone bridge on 200E in
Clinton Township, Upon checking
with Hoone County Highway
Superintendemt Charles Tavlor, we
learned that this bridge is not on the
Boone County inventory. Althoueh it
appears 0 be on the county line, we
will consider it Lo be in Chnton Coun-
iy, Buill around 1880, the bridee is
rated as nolable,

Now for the fantasy built around
some [acts,

How did the Screaming Bridge pet
its name? Many years ago a woman
lost hier life in the vicinity of the Pony
Truss “bridge over Eagle Creek on
Willow Road. One stary is that she
fell From the bridge, bul no one scems
1o recall whether her fall was acciden-
tal or deliberate. Or, perhaps, so-
meone pushed her?

As the story of her death was pass-
ed down by word of mouth, it took
on an increasing aura of mystery.
Then the word started to spread that
anyone going near the bridge at night,
more patriicularly at midnight, would
hear screams, and the rumor cir-
culated rhat the bridge was haunted.

The remoteness of its location add-

ed intrigue, and s00on a ilrip o
Screaming Bridge was a rouline part
of Halloween for local youth and
many from surrounding towns,

Once its reputation was firmly
established as a haunted bridge, other
spooky tales began o surface,

Ome is the story of a young couple
who were taking a romantic drive in
the country, They stopped their car
near the bridge,for a stroll along the
creck bank,

At dusk they returned o the car,
only to find that it wouldn't start,
Leaving his girlfriend in the car, the
young man wenl off fo find help.

As darkness fell, the wind picked
up, and the frightened girl heard a
sound as il something were scraping
the top of the car. A believer that fac-
ing fear was the only wav o over-
come it, she got oul of the car (o -
vestigate, There, hanging by the neck,
was a man whose dangling feet brush-
ed the car top as his body swung back
and Fourth across i,

Another version adds a few years
and a marriage 1o the description of
the couple whose car stalled as they
approached the bridge.

Linable to restart the engine, the
husband lefi his wife in the car, say-
ing he would go for help.

The terrified woman, waiting in the
darkness on the isolated road, sud-
denly heard a noise as if something
were scraping the top of the car. She
passed oul, regaining consciousness
early the next morning.

Davlight allaved her Tears
somewhat, even though the scraping
sound continued, Deciding (o in-
vestigate and, perhaps, search for her
husband who hadn't returned, she
gol out of the car, There, hanging by
the meck, with feet scraping the car
top, was the body of her husband.

Wiilches are also said to frequent
the Screaming Bridge, and Thursday
al midnight iz the wilching hour
when, the story has i, no Westheld
vouth would consider returning home

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Youngsters Maintain
Old Cemetery

Anvone driving along CGreenficld
Road on a Saturday afternoon might
see a brigade of youngsters with lawn
equipment earnestly  grooming
“their"’ cemetery,

It all began fwo vears apo as an
unusual way to spend a lazy summer
Saturday. Tired of looking at the
unkempt gravevard at the end of the

street, Hank and Paula Anderson got
on the telephone and organized a
neighborhood cleanup of Eagle
Village Cemetery.

Spurred on by the idea of an even-
ing cookoul following their labors,
the neighbors of Zion Hills lurned
out with mowers, weed eaters, rakes
and insect repellant to do battle with
the knee-high grasses annd thistles
which had taken over. Amazingly,
what started as an effort of neighbor-
ing adulis has become a labor of love
for neighborhood children who have
now laken on the care of the
graveyard.

Located on Greenfield Road east
of U. 5. 421, Eagle ¥illage is one of
the oldest cemeterics in the county,
dating to the 1530's, Il contains a
number of markers sunken so deep
into the earth that only the faded
names remain wnburied. Other
markers, tilted askance by wind, rain
and seitling earth, bear time-worn
names, illegible excepl under the
closest scrutiny.

The grave marker of Anna Smith,
|751-1844, tells in part the age of the
cemeiery. Jane King Sullivan is
burigd there, the first known white
woman in Boone County and the wife
of Patrick Henry Sullivan. The
newest grave dates from 1974,

Dates on the graves tell of the hard-
ships borne by the 19th century
families who did not expect (o see all
of their children reach adulthood, A
story of family tragedy is wrillen on
the tombstones of Frank and Ellen
Gregory's family: Claude D.
Gregory, died 18389, aged 9 vears;
Grace Gregory, died B30, aged |

year, 21 days; Ruby Gregory, died
1887, aged 4 vears, 314 days.

The mother of the children, Ellen,
died in 1894, at the age of 36, only
four years after birth of a daughter,
Garnet. Garnet lived until 1962,

Hidden among the grasses along
the roadside are the remains of the
stome wall built, according 1o the
township trustee, by Zionsville [ire
chief Joe Gregory's grandfather,
Frank, who at the time owned a ce-
ment block plant near Zionsville.

Those markers which had fallen
were carefully placed together under
a trée 1o save them from the mower
blades.

Zion Hills resident Barbara Miller
explained that today, it is mostly the
voungsiers who care for the cemelery.
Boys with diversified interests found
a common cause in caring for the
grounds. At first, it was lan Miller
and Bob Anderson. Laier, Sieve
Jones and Nathan Engeldow moved
into the area and joined the brigade.
Mike McLaughlin added his expertise
tor the cause just this last year, accor-
ding 1o Mrs. Miller. Two dads, Hank
Anderson and Phil Jones have femi
the added touch of mature muscle
power and wisdom to the bovs' ef.
forts.,

Mowing and trimming the
cemetery takes two days. The bovs
and their two fathers, although fond
of their work, admit they could vse
some help.

To the dismay of some of the
neighbors, a man who did not iden-
tify himself or give a reason for his in-
terest in the cemetery, came by as the
children were working and spoke of
