Two months ago | wrote of my concern that Boone Coun-
ty could lose its identity as an aggressive Unigov secks 1o ex-
pand bevond Marion County lines. | called for unity as the
best preparedness for resistance,

It should be noted that activity is already escalating in at
least two Boone County communitics from steering commit
tees formed within the last vear. Both the city of Lebanon
and the town of Zionsville have committees at work, each
looking for ways to implement a program of revitalization,
These committees were initiated in both cases through a
cooperative effort between municipal governmeni and the
Chamber of Commerce.

In late May, Zionsville Town Board members Ken Kuper,
Larry Greenwalt and Henry Cole, and Roger Burrus, Presi-
dent of the Greater Zionsville Chamber of Commerce, in-
vited townspeople to a2 meeting to hear the recommenda-
tions of a Muncie firm of land planners and landscape ar-
chitects. '

Guided by a steering committee composed of Larry
Gireenwalt, Roger Burrus, Joe Cook, Ir., Tom Gruhl,
Cieorge Heighway, Jlimmy Jones, Helen Kogan, Cheri
McKamey, Carleton Phillippi, Susan Polack and Harold
Wright, Rundell, Ernstberger & Associates studied the town
and outlined ways to preserve and enhance the village ai-
mosphere of its business district. Their suggestions provided
a long range goal toward which merchanis, townspeople and
government can work as finances are available,

Individual and group efforts aré sought for projects as
simple as purchase of a trash receptacle appropriate to the
village theme or as complex as seeking cooperation from
Public Service Indiana and the State Highwav Department
to bury electric lines alongside S.R. 334 as it wends 15 cir-
cuitous route through town.

At Lebanon, Mayor Ann GarolTolo and Ray Deecring, Ex-
ecutive Secretary of the Chamber of Commerce, initiated
stralegic planning for economic development with the ap-
pointment of a steering commitiee headed by Gene Mied-
nagel. Bob Swaily is vice chairman, Other commities
members and their areas of responsibility are Promotion
and Publicity — Charles Slaughier; Finance — Sig Myers:
Planning and Implementation — Hale Burgman; Evalua-
tion (input from community) — John Pratt; and, represeni-
ing the city, Ron Bade. Ex officio members are Mayor
Caroffolo and Deering, Clerk-Treasurer Helen Harmon is
administrative coordinator and Saul Richman, President of
the Chamber, and Jerry Wraley, representing indusiry, are
serving in an advisory capacity.

At a mecting in Memory Hall in early June, Deering
spoke to the nearly 60 people invelved in the program whose
theme is ““Focusing on the Future.®* He addressed the need
for renewed economic vitality. Mavor Garoffolo shared her
views on public and private partnership and Niednagel
spoke on the overall concept of the organization, City at-
torney David Truoitt explained plans for the organization of
Lebanon Vilalization, Inc., a corporation to receive funds.
Bob Guernsey represented the county commissionérs who
pledged support.

“In the future, | hope the people of Lebanon will consider
the downtown evervbody's neighborhood," sovs Mavor
Garoffolo, **and the center of life in Lebanon.”'

When the County Seat is celebrated at July 4th lestivities
in 1986, the Mayor hopes there will be visible signs of the
program at work.

These two communities are off to a good starl in retaining
their identities. We hope that some of Boone County's other
charming towns will be encouraged by their action to initiate
revitalization efforts of their own. In some of the smaller
communities, a few strategically planted Mowers and a can
or two of paini can work wonders and provide beautifica-
tion that 15 contagious.

In other towns, emply storefronis are a major concern
that will require an organized and imaginative eflfort. Here
is where fowns with a successful revitalization working for
them can share ideas with those just beginning to address the
problem.

We certainly are no more in favor of one big
homogeneous county than we are of joining Unigov., Bul we
sincerely believe that individuality need not be sacrificed 1o
form a strong working relationship between all of its com-
munities.

"How can I get rid of moles?™

ridges  running through

The Eastern mole (Scalopus
aguaticus), is the culprit which
plagues Boone residents, There are no
gophers in Indiana except for six
counties in the northwest part of the
siate,

Moles are insectivores, not rodents,
They have pointed snouts, many
sharp-pointed teeth and large, round-
ed front paws with stoul claws. Moles
are six to cight inches long with short,
velvety, grey to silvery-grey fur. Their
eves and ears are not easiy visible.

Males feed on earthworms, beetle
grubs and other small arthropods
found in soil. Moles do not inten-
tionally eat plants or seeds, although
they may dislodge plants and injure
roots in their guest for bugs and
worms. Several species of mice use
maole runwavs and are responsible for
the occasional damage (o seeds, rools
and bulbs.

Moles live three to four years and
rear three o five young per litier with
one litter per vear. Young moles grow
rapidly and leave the nest and are on
their own at about one month of age.

Two types of runways are produc-
ed by moles — surface runways and
decp runways. Ceriain ones of both
types are used as major lanes of travel
(called main runways), usually by
several moles.

Surface runways wind around with
o apparent direction plan. The sur-
5 may be use ¥, may be

only once and then abandoned. They
connect with the deep runwayvs which
are located between three and 12 in-
ches below the surface.

Deep runways are used daily as the
mole travels (o and from surface tun-
nels or the nest, The large mounds of
fine soil are a result of excavation
from these deep tunnels.

There is a long list of technigues
and gizmos that do not work. Poison
peanuts or other bait are not effective
because the primary diet of the mole
i5 earthworms and insect grubs.
Moise-making devices (spinning
daisies, wood clackers, etc.),
mothballs, ground glass, razor
blades, soil conditioners *‘gopher
purge’” plants and ultra sonic
machines are all non-effective.

In the majority of cases, lawn
spraying programs will not solve mole
problems, either. Lawn spraying is
designed flor grub control. To
significantly reduce mole activity,
spray programs would have to in-
clude both grubs and earthworms. Of
course, there are no pesticides lahled
for earthworm control,

Even if a person used an illezal
pesticide which kills earthworms, the
mole may randomly come back 1o ex-
plore that treated lawn  searching for
food or a mate. Furthermore, belore
maoles leave a treated lawn due 1o a
diminished lfood supply, they may ac-
tually increase their digging activities
in a desperate search for food.

Trapping is by far the best and
most dependable method of mole
control. Most people who have not
had success with mole traps make
some basic errors. The four most im-
poriant tips lor trap users include:

(1) Uise three 1o live traps for an
acre sized lawn,

{2) Center each trap over the run-
way,

{3) Place traps only in main run-
wayg,

(41 Do not compress the runways
completely when setting the trap.

Traps currently arc $12-315 per
trap. Four traps costing %60 is still
cheaper than a lawn spraying pro-
gram. And they will last a lifetime.

If trapping i nol an acceptable
method, then get a lawn chair, a glass
of lemonade, a spade and wait in the
area of fresh mole activity. Moles are
mosl active in early morning, at mid-
day and again before dusk. When ac-
rivity is seen, approach the mole very
quietly and sirike the spade into the
ridge behind the mole and throw it
put onto the surface, A guick blow
with the spade should easily kill ihe
maole,

Keep Reflectors Shiny

). [ want to keep the reflecior bowl
on my eleciric range bright and shiny.
What should [ do?

A. To prevent discoloration from
oCccuring:

— Remove spills as soon as possible.
— Soak the reflector bowls in hot
water and detergent for up to 20
minutes, then wipe and rub the soiled
arcas with a cloth or sponge,

— [If soil remains, apply a mild,
nol cleaned immediately, further ac-
the same size burner as much as
cloth or sponge until the soil is
removed, Repeat, if necessary.

Over an extended period of con-
tinued use, some discoloration 15 nor-
mal because reflector bowls function
under harsh conditions. The
temperature in the area may be as
high as 1000" F.

When cooler liquid spills onto a
heated reflector bowl, the bowl
undergoes thermal shock [rom Lhe
sudden drop in temperature. Many
spills contain salt or acid, which, if
not cleaned immediately, further ac-
celerate discoloration.

Other causes of discoloration 10
avoid include:

— Use of oversized cooking utensils

Although noteworthy in itself as an
outstanding example of Victorian
Ciothic architecture, circa 1902, the
Central Christian Church ol Lebanon
houses a congregation that this vear
celebrates 150 vears in the communi-
1y,

Growing out ol the Reformation
Movement of ihe carly nineteenth
century, the Christian Church
(Disciples of Christ), lists Four men as
“founding fathers,” Alexander
Camphbell, Barion W, Stone, Thomas
Campbell and Walter Scott. In 1835 a
small number of men and women in
Boone County, many from Kentucky
who had heard Alexander Campbell's
preaching, began to meet in homes
For prayer, hymn singing and instruec-
tion. The home of James McCann
wias often the sile of these meetings.
In [R38, this group of worshippers
was  visited by Elder Gilbert T,
Harney of Ladoga who “*sei the con-
gregation in order and constituted the
Christian Church of Lebanon.™

According to Denise Beck, author
of 130 Years of Central Christian
Church, the early congregation con-
sisted of plain people who atended
regularly. Most lived in the country.
“Though most had little [ormal
education,”” she savs, “‘they were
God-Tearing people of rugeged, robusi
honesty of heart and purpose, and ex-
tremely hospitable.””

The congregation worshipped next
in the old log courthouse, then built a
frame church house on the corner of
West Washington and North West
streets in 1842,

On the fourth Sunday in June,
1867, Elder B. F. Franklin dedicated
a mnew brick church building on the
corner of East and Pearl streets,
which was built at a cost of §7,000,

The period between |8R0 and 1891
was one of rapid growth for Central
Christian Church. A full time pastor
and auxiliary organizations such as
Christian Endeavor, Christian
Women's Board of Missions, and
Ladies” Aid became reality.

Thirteen of the members who join-
ed the church during this period were
still active in 1935, when the church
marked s centennial vear. Those
members were; William Means, Plea-

sant Shoemaker, Catherine Higgins,

and Mrs, Henry Ashley, Orville
, Birt Trowbridge, Effie Farn-

sworth, Pritchard Buchanan, Laura
Simms, Rose DeVol, William DeVol
and Mrs, Charles Mitchell.

With a church membership of 375
in |898, the need arose for a new
building. The Bray House lois on the
corner of East Main and Indianapolis
Avenue were selected in 1902 as the
building site; W, S5, Kaufman, a Rich-
mond, Indiana, architect, drew up
the plans; and the construction con-
tract went to Messes, Shetterly and
Hagerman of Winchester, Indiana.
The new church, to be built of red
brick trimmed in sione, would seal
550, The style selected was Victorian
Cipthic, characterized by pointed-
arch window openings with masonry
bands of contrasting color as trim.

According to American Shefter, an
Hlusirated Encyclopedia  of the
American Home, by Lester Walker,
the Early Gothic Revival architecture
in America was inspired by English
medieval architecture. The High Vic-
torian Gothic Style was largely based
on Cothic examples from Nerthern
ltaly. **The style,” Walker says,
“owed its popularity in Europe and
America to The Seven Lamps af Ar-
chitectnre by John Ruskin, published
in 1849."" It was Ruskin who propos-
ed the use of color as an integral
of the materials used in construction,
Primarily used for public buildings

such as libraries, banks, municipal
buildings and churches, the High Vic-
torian Ciothic Stvle incorperaied the
uze ol materials of differing colors
and texiures (o credte  decorative
bands highlighting corners, arches
and arcades. Gable, porch and eave
irim was massive and strong.

On Sceptember 3, 1902, a Ground-
breaking Exercise was held for the
new edifice. Mrs. Sarah Kenworthy
(87). one of the eldest members of the
congregation, broke the ground with
a spade decorated with red, white and
Blue ribbon, A wheelbarrow, also
adorned in red, white and blue, was
wsed by the voungesi members of the
congregation (Janice Coombs, Leona
Simmons, Florence Harmon and
Bessie Stephenson} to carry the diri
away, The nbbons later sold as
sauvenirs, netling §4,

By 1903 the Ladies® Aid Society
hid raised $5,000 towards building
costs, and on March 26 of that year,
Reverend A. 1. Frank laid the cor-
nerstone, A pipe organ costing £2, 700
was purchased from W. W, Kimball
& Co. of Chicago and the huge stain.
ed glass windows for the ront and
south side of the building were pur-
chazed from H. M. Hooker Co. lor
£1,000,

Mrs. Heck calls Dedication Sumn-
day, February 21, 1904, **a day of
wonders, The Sunday School raised
396742 in cash and pledges toward
the paymeni for the building. At the
first worship service of the day, the
congregation was  told that the
building would not be dedicated until
the entire sum of S13,000.00 10 pav
aff the building had been raised. The
money-raising was done by Dr. F. M.
Raines of Cincinpati, who was the
secrefary of the American Foreign
Christian  Missionary Society.  His
remarks were humorous and cn-
thusiastic. Three services were con-
ducted that day under the direction of
e»angehals Brocks and Hackleman

Despm: the dreary day with
rain turning to snow, the morning
and alternoon hf:r\-'ii.'(::‘- were full
almost to capacity. The night service
was totally filled with chairs carried
:in for extra persons, By the end of the

day, the entire $13,000.00 had been
raised and the building was dedicated
free of debt.™

Sunday School enrollment in 1904
wits recorded as 688, and prominent
members of the time were Boone
County Court Judge 5. R, Artman,
County Clerk Clark Lindsay, Coun-
try Treasurer Lafayette Wilson and

County Auditor Ben Simmons.

The church’s centennial celebration
extended from October 9213, 1935,
Among the special events were an
old-fashioned tea arranged by Mrs.
Frank Wade and Mrs. 0, C. Higgins,
a  musical presentation under the
direction of Ethel Orear, and a
pageani written by Lebanon attorney
E, C, Gullion, and directed by his
wife. Highlight of the celebration was
Centennial Sundav with the Reverend
Carl Barnett in the pulpit and Ovid
Knowlton and Dr. ©O. C. Higgins,
south side of the building were pur-
July.

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Fond memories of 4-H

My first memories of 4-H, now that [
look back, are probably the earliest
indicators of the awful truth my mother
never wanted to face: I can't sew, can't
irem, and don't care,

| was twelve years old when my
friends in 4-H wrged me to join, and
mather thought it would be a good way
to keep me from playing football in the
vacant lot with the guys, 1 joined, and,
to my amazement, it was fun,

In our group, made up of kids from
Indianapolis’ northside, no one lived on
farms or raised animals, except for one
girl who raised rabbits in her garage. We
were city slickers all, doing projects like
photography, cooking and sewing. [
chose sewing.

My project was an apron. How that
was chosen has been long forpotien,
except that | remember that [ had never
picked up a needle or pin except to
fasten nasty looking bugs (I loved them)
to a piece of cardboard for a science
project,

After a whole summer of sewing,
ripping out seams and sewing again, the
poor apron was finished. I was so proud.
1 firmly believed that my hard work
would win me a blue ribbon for sure, |
was ironing it the night before the
Marion County Fair (doesn't everyone
reserve the night before to either begin
or finish a project?), when, to my
horror, I scorched the front of the apron.
I'm talking a huge dark brown scorch
shaped lhike a gothic arch, covering up
the yellow flower on the pocket, "Never
mind," Mother said, fighting back her
own frustration with me, "nobody will
notice."”

At the fair, | modeled my apron on
the runway, alongside the three-piece
suits and wedding dresses. When they
handed me a third place ribbon, 1
thought for an instant that Mother had
been right. 1 knew it wasn't blus, but
third wasn't bad out of all those

The next year, I put away the needle and
thread and got out my camera,

Judy Cragun, who lives between
Whitestown and Lebanon, was a city
girl from Indianapolis until she married
her husband, Myron, and moved fo a
farm. She had never been in 4-H as a
child. When her daughter, now 16, was
a year old, Judy joined 4-H as a leader,
Since she had trained dogs for many
years, she became involved with the
children deing dop projects. She
remembers one incident when the dog
stole the show.

*There was this little girl whose dog
she had worked with had died, She came
back the next year with a little black
poodle pup. She began to train him, but
you know how poodles are--and
especially puppies. He would jump
around and really have a good time,”
Judy recalls,

On the day of the show, the little girl
had everything under control during the
"heel on lead” portion of the judging.
Tudy says the dog was having the time
of his little life, "just so happy and
excited and petting a lot of attention.”

When the leash came off, and Poodle
Pup was commanded to heel,
"something snapped. He went crazy in
the ring. He began to jump and dance,
frolicking around, while the littde girl
was calmly (they were told to calmly
control their animals) trying to get the
dog to come to her and stand still.”

While it was probably the height of
humiliation to the girl, Judy remembers
that the audience and even the judges
were "definitely amused. He looked like
a little lamb hopping around.”

Judy sticks with shelties when
training. "They are very easy to train.
Very obedient and intelligent," she says.

Boone County 4-H Agent Joseph
Huse recalls an animal incident that
occurred when they were unloading a
truckload of beef heifers. "One of them
aot away, 50 the horse and pony people
pot saddled up and chased after that
heifer. We even got a helicopter out. but
we never did find her," Joseph's theory

is that the heifer got lost in a nearby

cornfield, but there was no mention of
anyone finding a lost heifer at harvest
time, Put it together: nobody claiming
to find hundreds of dollars worth of lost
beef, I think we all know what happened
to that heifer.

Weather was not always cooperative
with the Boone County Fair, says Huse,
One year, 1979 to be exact, the Fair was
all but washed out by rainstorms. “The
water was three feet deep at the flagpole.,
I remember the fair board president
paddling from exhibit to exhibil in a
canoe,” he laughs.

High schooler Jody Paris, who won
the Grand Championship in
woodworking last year, had a good pig
story. Every year at the fair, il seems
that someone is chasing a loose porker
with one of those boards they use o
herd them. But what if the owner iz a
short little guy and the pig slips out
through his legs?

"This little boy was trying to keep
hiz pig from getting out,” Jody relates
with a gipgle, "and the pig ran through
his legs. The last we saw of him, he
was riding the pig backwards through
the aisles with a scared look on his
face."

A family truly dedicated to 4-H is the
Robert Dull family of Jamestown.
Robert and Carol Dull met through 4-H,
when they were junior leaders with
Clinton County 4-H. OF her many years
in 4-H, Carol says, "l should've taken
notes--1 could have written a book." The
Dulls' four children, Yane, Tom, Robin,
and Bill (all married now, except for
Bill, who will be a senior at Purdue)
would take eight to ten projects each
every year. That's about 40 projects for
that mom to keep track of, folks!

One year, when she was in the midst
of studying for her Master's Degree al
Butler, the children were more on their
own when it came to finishing their
projects. Mom wasn't around to recite
the all-familiar phrase, "You'd better
hurry up or you'll be the only one who
hasn't finished your project.”

"I came home from class the day of
the exhibit,” she relates, "and they were




to have taken in a vanity Jane was
working on. When 1 got there, Jane was
still painting it. Not only that, it was
raining. We loaded and unloaded it with
wet paint in the rain, and she still got a
blue ribbon on it.”

There were a couple of times, Carol
said, that they took all the projects in at
once, It took two vehicles, packed to the
hilt. "I just stayed in the car and cried,"
she confessed.

Then there was the year Robin was
showing a hog. "She was 0 small next
to that big hog,” said Carol. But back
to the story. After she showed the hog,
Robin walked over 1o her parents and
announced, "Mom, [ think T have the
mumps.” Sure enpugh, careful
inspection proved that she did, indeed,
have the mumps.

"She knew it the night before, but
she really wanted to show that hog,"
according to Carel. Now  that's
dedicaton!

Robin also worked on a reed project
ome year. What could one possibly
make with reeds, 1 was wondering to
myself when Carol explained that
Robin had tackled the job of
constructing a huge, fan-backed chair
(you know--like the ones they used for

tribal chief thrones in the Tarzan
movies).

"Robin worked on that chair for three
weeks solid. She got up early in the
morning and worked until midnight.
Even as we loaded the chair in the back
of the pickup, she got in with it and
worked on it until we got to the far,”
remembers Carol.

Her oown memories? Carol recalls that
as a girl, she suffered from the common
affliction of "staying up all night the
night before” to work on the project
She decided the night before her exhibit
that she would make a formal, {And it
took me three months to construct an
apron!)

In the early dawning hours, the dress,
made of red and whiie dotied Swiss, was
completed. Is it any wonder that, as she
promenaded down the runway wearing
her lovely work of art, she fainted?

One Iast footnote to the story is that
Carol and Robent's eldest son, Tom, met
his wife in Washington, DXC. The two
were én route 1o Holland, ag parnt of an
international exchange trip sponsored
by--you guessed it--4-H!

On February 17, 1970, a 4-Her des -
cribed as "a man who has dedicated
himself, his family, his time and money

to a cause that he strongly believed in
and still does — the development of
boys and girls" was honored at a dinneér
at the 4-H fairgrounds in Lebanon.

Ivan Canada became director repre -
senting Jackson Township on the Boone
County 4-H Council in 1953, a post he
held for 17 years. In 1955, he was
elected head of the Council, and was
instrumental in developing plans for and
constructing 4-H barns at the fair -
grounds to replace the tents previously
used, Under his presidency in 1960,
groundwork was laid for Boone County
to realize its dream of a 4-H Com -
munity Building.

Olive Canada was supportive of her
hushand and two children, Bill and Judy,
during their many years of 4-H
involvement. Many times, it is e -
ported, she accompanied Ivan to meet -
ings, waiting patiently until they were
adjourned (frequently not until midnight)
50 she could go home. She was active,
also, in helping with 4-H camp, particu-
Farly with the camp vesper program.

"We would not give up our experi -
ences for a million dollars,” says Olive,
adding that as a result of their 4-H in -
volvement, Bill and Judy "have friends
in almost every state in the union,”

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The atmospheric conditions that
spawned the tormadoes that devastated 22
counties in Ohio, Pennsylvania and
western New York, as well as in Canada,
on May 31 of this vear, produced only
thunderstorms and high winds in Boone
County, Indiana, Nevertheless, volunteer
members of the Emergency Manipement
teaim posted all over the county carefully
monitored bulletins from the National
Weather Service and watched the sky for
signs of 4 threat to our county.

Under the direction of Andrew K.
Houk, Sr. of Jamestown, these
volungeers are part of a network of at
least 700 Booneites who are involved in
the work of the Boone County
Department of Emergency Management
and Civil Defense.

A native of Boone County, Houk
wis drafted by Mavor Ransdell of
Lebanon o help organize some Civil
Defense Police Units soon after the
Civil Defense Act was passed in 1951,
With the election of Mayor Edwards,
Roy Hicks was named County Director,
with Houk his deputy. Hicks stepped
down and Houk became director in July,
1958,

It was a5 if Houk had been preparing
most of his life for the post he has now
held for 27 years. The son of Andrew
Léroy and Pearl Gossett Houk, he is a

lifelong resident of Jamestown,
praduating from Jamestown High School
and attending Wabash College in nearby
Crawfordsville, He joined his father's
ingurance agency in 1935 and also
warked as a special agent and adjuster for
the Continental Insurance companies. In
his work as claims adjuster, he soon
learmed the devestation caused by
tomadoes and other disastars,

Maval duty during World War [T and
limited service in the Korean War led o
his election as first Commander of the
Jamestown Post of the American
Legion, and later as Sixth District
Commander of the Legion. For three
terms he served as state chairman of the
countersubversive commitiee of (he
organization. "Seeing the aims of the
Communists,” he says, "I became
interested in Civil Defense and served
three terms as state chairman of the
Legion's Civil Defense Commitiee.”

He 15 still more Hawk than Dove
when it comes to national defense, "As
long as we keep this country militarily
strong, 1 think any enemy will think
twice before they atlack us,” he says.

He wuas sworn in as a Jamestown
Deputy Marshal wnder Marshal Karl
Cram in 1949 and has been a deputy or
marshal ever since. He has also been a
