01d Indiana is the essence of ford memories=the best of the past without the work or
the hardships, It'sa boring history lesson sprinkled with the joy of a tour on the legendary
Wabash Cannonball or the theill of a ride on a log headed for sawing at the Sugar Creek
Mill, It's taffy apples, roast turkey, hot fried bisquirs, and rax doliaes,

Old Indiana is a theme=type ammsément park four miles northwest of the Lebanon
courthouse scheduled to open April, 19768, Seventy-five of the 350 acres zoned for the
park will be divided into six sections reflecting the state’s history. The entrance immedi-
ately leads to a courthonse
square of the 1880"s through
the 1920"s surrounded by bns-
inesses stocked with merchan~
dise typical of the times, Plans .
