Part 5

Many of the historical
markers in and arcund
Ziongville point back to the
very lirst beginning of the
village, before the founding
of Zionsville, as such. We
have 1o travel some 150
years back in time when this
area was still 2 wilderness,

Around 1820 white settlers
kept moving northward from
White River, searching for a
place of their liking, hoplng
to build a saitable home
where they could make a
living. Perhaps it was Eagle
Creek that made them
decide to settle in this arexa,
but it s=till seems hard to
understand why some of
them settled in  this
wilderness, with Littie or no
promise. Maybe they were
tired of journeying. Maybe
they- simply gave up, their
hope grew dim and they
were filled with despalr and
doubt. The only thing left
wazs a firm determination to
meke the most out of this
wonded land.

Standing near the marker
of William Sulliven (not to be
mistaken for Patrick H,
Sullivan) lonely in the flelds,
with a few scattered houses
around, one can travel back
in time and visualize the

fields as wooxds, no cabins or
houses, ijust a stretch of
forbidding wilderness, the
hiding place of unknown
dangers, including roaming
Indiana and the dwelling
place of wild beasts.

To cur modern standarda,
Sullivan did not live far from
civilization. When he arrived
in 1837 several other
pioneers had already settled
in this area. Some of the
early nbhmez were John
Sheets, the MeCord
broihers, David Hoover, and
Elijah Cross. But, even a
emall distance Involved
rough traveling, with many
dangers, so most likely the
settlers did not see much of
each other.

One of the firat legal
documents of the Zionaville
aren nvolved a 10084 acre
tract of land which was
deeded to John Sheets by the
United States Government
on October 1824, signed by
President James Monroe.
The official entry was made
by the Land Commissioner
on Sept. 27, 1823, which
means it took 11 months
before it became official

the land from John Sheets
and in turn sold it to David
Hoover,

Diavid Hoover, one of the
earliest seitlers, in his later
life played many important
roles in this area. He built a
log cabin atop a rolling hill,
overlooking a bend in Big
Eagle Creek, where he and
his daughter, Mary, mare
commonly known as “Polly”
lived for several years. This
cabin was to play an lm-
portant part in the local
histary. The area, lacking
many [acilities of a com-
munity, encouraged the
Hoovers to open their home

for several purposes.The
settlers, being filled with a
desire for community
worshlp, but lacking a
church, came to the Hoover
residence as early as 1825 for
the first charch services,

David Heover was elecied
clerk of the new probate
court in 1820 and on Nov. 4 of
that year he used his home
for that purpose, also, s0 we
can look upen this building
as the first Court House of
Boove County.

In 1832 the home was used
a5 & polling place for the
national election. .

The house is gone now, but

Some mora settlers moved
into the area, but the real
growth stacted in 1852 when
the Indlanapelis, Cincinnati,
and Lafayette Railroad was
bailt, c/pdssing the Cross-
Hoover land.

Elijah was a man of visicm
and realized how important
this railroad was to become.
He immediately engaged
William Zion of Lebanon, a
friend of hisz and a sutveyor,
to lay out a plan for a town.

sville. It became a place of
importance in the district.
When the plan was laid
out, Elijah wanted to name
the settlernent, He proposed
to name it after his wife, but
when she heard about this
plan she turned the honer
down and the privilege was
given to William Zion.
Hence, the name Zionsville.
Had Polly been less modest
the name might have been
Maryville or Pollyiown.

The name Zionsville is
unigue in the U.B.A. Our
country claims two Zions,
ong in Ilinois and one in
Maryland, a Zion Canyon in
Utah, Zitn Grove in Penn-
sylvania, and Zion National
Park in Utah. Yet, there s
only one ZFionsville. Elijah
Cross died in 1388 and was
buried in Crown Hill
Cematary, Indianapolis,
