New Enmswick 1s Boone's southern border willage, It
lies only two and one half rmiles norih of the Hendricks
County line,

Lop Mikesell the barbee shop, and Dr, " Tom” Bonnall
attended the siclk. It has always been 2 strictly rural
village: no manufacturing enterprise was ever locaied hers,
However, at one time it boasted a brass band, which was
compased of lecal farm boys and was organized and mained
by Juhn Dale, 2 farmer.

Lot bikesell's barber
shop Bad no embellishments,
He cot the hair and oclmmed
tha whiskers with & pajr of
hand shears, There was
some complaint about the
edge of his razor but
somelow Cr other he
remaved the whiskers and
made a Nving.

Dr. "Tom" Boonell
wallked, rode or drove to
those whe needed his heip.
The weather was naver oo
bad ar the mud too Jeep
for " Tam™ to make his
wallz day or might, any
seaton of the year. He may
have made mistakes, but
the fact that New Brunswick
has no cemsetery, although
It has a church, indicates
the faith dat was placed in
him., Dr. Bonoel enjoyed

Years Bring

Many Changes

By Royburn Sclomon

The bigeory of Mew Brunswick written by F. C,
Amdrews happened bafore my thne. As 3 boy of eight
yeais old I moved with my parents to Mew Brunswick In
1913, 4 lot of changes had taken place although not as
many as [ have lived m see up 1 the year 1976

When I hecame a resident here thers was a church,
blzeksmith shop, two gocery stores and nine resldential
dwellings, The stote In the porih end of the vililage was
owned by John Kester which in later years was bought by
Geaorge Haiffner and his sister Pheoble, The other store
belng in the south end of the town was owned and operated
by Jersey Hedge, a brother-in-law of the Haffners, He ran
a huchkster wagon tirpngh the couney dispensing groceries,
coral oil and most anything that was needed to run a house-
hold, He also bought bis customers’ egge, chickens and
fresh hutter, Both stores were noted fov a place for the
community men to gather In ieir idle time, someatimes
gwap rall tales, play cards or just sit by and oy to learn
somte first hand pews. The Hedge store had one drawing
card and that was playing marbles, They played In the
center of the wad for hours, sormetimes forgetting w go
home at meal time. The pame bacame o interesting
many times the gaffic would have e stop until someone
tade a shat, Later in years a state road was bufie by-
passing the village so the marble players continued thelr
game without being bothered, Just 2 few of the men I

recall as always being on hand for the gamet were Bert
Kemodle, Foe Hancock, Dave Camey, Henry Haffner,
Cral Haffner, Lloyd Click, Scott filland, Frank Hiland,
Otfs Scott, Hoy Nordeurd, Orval Hancock, Arlie Hancock
and many others who sat on the side line ready o assist

a quarter miles northaast of New Brunswick for a pew
consolidated sehool.  The foriner building was purchased by
my father, Floy Solomon, for the purpose of storage for
baled hay and straw, The hay was either shippad or sold
on the Indianapoliz market and the straw was hauled o
Hobleswille to de sraw board.  As the years went by and 1
was a young man zeHing fertilizer I took the boilding for
52 to store bag fertilizer, later on adding a garage on the
west sida of the building and 3 store on the east zide, In
1955 my son Kelth becatne 2 parmer in the business apd we
bailt additional voom for boll fertilizer, also a large blend-
Ing plant including truek scales which was not only wsed o
welgh bulk fertilizer on, bur farmers came for miles 10
weigh their livestock and grain, This business continned
until my ratirement In 67, At this dme the business was
sold w a chemfcal company which operates there wday.

There were othet husineses added o the town as the
years went by, Harry Founds, who Spent most of his life
around the New Brupmwick communlty, hought land in 1245
at the west edge of New Brunswick where he built a house
and auer repalr gatage, His son, Johno, worked there widk
hir untl in 1948 when ke 20ld these bofldiogs to Dorsey
Heffner, Doesey remodeled these buildings and moved his
egg and pouliry business there,  The business part of the
huilding was remedeled to handle peultty and egps. The
honse was made infe office space. The employess were
from surrcunding nelghbothoods, In a few years the office
was changed back Into a house and Batb and Jacl Heffper
started thelr married life there, They lived dhere until his
brother Howard was martied and Jack moved o Lison and
Boward and Teanie Heffner moved into the howse. Both
bays, along with fheir sister Patry Solomon, were active in
the business. Later antomatic egg prading equipment was
installed, During the Forean War car loads of eggs were
shipped to povermnent camps. 4 state cgg Hispector was
employed to be In the plant,  As people of the communicy
stopped ralsing chickens, which was their big souree of
supply, food was added o the line of poads. Ay this [ine
of foods inereased the egg and poultry was dropped,

The building was again remodeled and was known as
Heffners Food Sepply. Everything from rattle snake nieat,
chocolate covered ant, chocolate covered candy for dogs o
candied peaches ceuld be purchased there. As food was
being supplied to several states more space was neaded so
land to the north was purchased and Haue prints wete drawn
1o add to the building when {t was completely destroyed by
fire in March of 1974, There were nine fire equipments
from sureoand g towns fighting the blaze bor te building
could pot be saved, It was a very cold night and the New
Brungwick Church opened thelr kitchen so the {ire fighters
