Spicklepoint
and The Logan Cabin

Mow that sotne seventy -five years and more havé gone by
since ilarc(son Township's tiny hamnlec of Spickiepoine faded
from the scepe, only a few Toonejtes living wday know
thar zuch a place onee existed as a busy lirde wading
canter for rural residents of a small surrounding area tying
in southern Harrizon Township and northern Middle Town -
ship of Hendricks County.,  Even fewet have ever heard of
e hisloric Logan cabin,

Spickiepoint was lorated in the southeast comer of the
aouthwest quaeter of Section 7, in Hardsor Townshilp,
aipht miles due sonth of Lebanon and one-half mile east .
of the Gecond [rincipal Meridian. It was bordered on the
wasr by roday's County Road 50 East, which road continuas
south as [Tendricke Councy Road 400 East, and on the south
by Coanty Road 800 South which is the couaty line road
separating Boune and Hendricks counsles. _

A 1w -longer existent road angling from the notthwes!
into County Rpad 800 South, at a point about 20 rods
west of County Rocad 50 East, constituted the hamiler's

The village was on the
wutheastem edge of the Seven Mile Prairie, as the
prairle was notéd on ar 1876 map, or Soner's Prairie as ir
was more often called locally. sMiddle Township of
Hendricks County is just actoss the wad soudh from the site
of Spicklepaint

Previous county historians, with two minor exceprions,
and alt of the old map makers ighored Spicklepein either
they consldered the village as belng of Wutle imporiance
or were unaw are of its existence. The hamlet was never
platted as a town, nor incorporated, nor did ir evet have a

Saciely for the Preservatfon of Our Indian Heritage, in
18738, dismanptlatt- the old building, moved the lo s to his
O bi1L fyn Pack, nocthwest of Thorowwn, where, and
agaln with the 5 P L H. members doing much of the wotlk,
the cabin was carefully reconstructed so that it stands today
much as it did when built nearly a century and a half ago,
The now missing fireplace, originally made of fleld

stones with 2 stiek and mud chimuey on the cutside of the
back wall of the cabin, is to be resmred somecime in the
near futre,

Mri, John Batket, ne= Phyllls Acton, has more than a
passing interest in the old cabin as James H. Acton, who
hioused his family one winter in s eramped quarters, was
her great-grandfather, '

Back in ploneer times, a blazed mall came porth from
the Lizton aréa ints Boone Conoty, oo In esst and crow
lower Hamrlton Township to go on Inw Perry Towaship,
This path thtough the wilderness was known as Buzzard's
Trall, and I5 said ro have been the route taken by garly
settiers of Perry Townshlp who came north from Hendricks
County and polnts beyond, *Originally, Buzzard's Trail
may have been an Indian ail leading from the south and
seuthwest o Conner's Trading Post on White itver, abont
five mlles south of Moblésville, It i logleal w surmise
that the deer hunters' camp and the Logan cabln were
elter on of in close proximity of Buzzard's Trail.

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The Surgical Institute and
Williams Hospital Served Early Boone

The tolling prairies, the swamp-Tamls, the dense
fateses of Boone Coanty for years and years swod alone and
empty, . . irod only by the silent feet of the ted men ot
searched hastlly by an occasional wappsr,

Then the sertlers, the ploneers, began aerlving, Sotme
were strong, otlers were weal, Some were destituce,
others were "well-to=dn, " Somsz were illiterate, sotoo
had” leamning. "

All, however, had cpe cormimon trait,  All were su3ject
to sicknass, . , all occasionally met with accidents

With the srrival of the first few semlers, the need for a
man of medicine arose.  Many pioneer doctors are record -
ed in the early files of Boone County history,

Only two modieal facilities ara recorded, however,
kefore the beginning of Witham Memorial Hospital in
1517,

{ne of the first medical centers was locaed at 129 MNerih
sleridian Street, in Lebanon. It was opened in the mid

1E70's and is deemed by ¢ounty historians as chs “first
medical and elinical hospiial” in Boone County.

S0 it was that on most days, buggles, wagons, and
gaddle and fann herges loed the seet In front of the
surgical. Tngrimite.  Patients traveled for miles to recslve
the treatments of Dg. J. F. L, Gartison, who owned and
operated the Instiiute,

Surgery In the 1800's was, at best, cmde, Whiskey was
often the only rallef offered for pain, There were no
antibiotics, Setiders accepting the graces of mor
surgeons ware either very hardy or very deiperate,

. Garrison was bom in Decaor County, He zetved as
an asgistant suegeon with the 52nd Indians Volunresrs
during the Civil War. After the War be opaned a madical
practice in Shannondale, Then De, Garrizon moved
Lebanon, where he worked for 2 thne in the drug buginess
with a Tv. Bounnel. Latet lie was associated with a Dr,
B,

Tlen the Surpical Institure was opened and perved the
area patkents until the late 1880's whan It cloged,

Dr. Garrison died of mberculosis on April 13, 1592, He
is buried i Oak Ml Cemetery,



In an obituary, dated Apell 13, 1823, the Lebanon
Reporter sald, "Dr, Garrfson's fafling was a love of soong
drink and the passion rained his Lfe,

The final remaing of the Surgical Instihne and a frame
barflding located jpst south of thar sirncture were destoyed
by fire, April 23, 1290,

Boone County's medical histoty was graced with a new
hoapiral In 1503, In that year, Willlams Hospital was
openad by Dr. W. H. Willams, The new hospital had a
capacity of two beds,

Bur growth was destined,

In 1908 several expansions wete completed, The facility
was incorporated Inw a " peneral haspiral open o the
cases of all repetable physfefans, ™ A nurses' training scheol
was opened, the It and only such endeavor in Boone
County, And the hospital was expanded to a capacity of
10 patients, In additfon, a new heatfng plant was natalled
and othar physiclal Inprovements were made,

© The Wiilfams Hospital was Yocated pear the junctlon of
Seuth East and East South Smreets in Lebanon, It Stood
Just gouth of the old Central School building and on the
tot just south of the Lebanon City buflding.

Growth of the Willlams Hospiral continued with the
additlon of a Kitchen, storervom and sleeping porch in 1911,

In the automn of 1915 a wing of 16 rooms was added,
raliing. patient capacity to 35, The wing was launched
inte operadop Septenlrar 21,

History records tirat" all fypes of cases were cared fue
except ipsane and contagious dlseases, . ." Provisdoms
were made for charity cases,

The Lebanon Floneer, in September of 315, reported,

" All the hospital fees are moderate and ope bed for a
child tias been endowed and is absolutely fres to some
worthy poor child every day in the year, "

The three year gaining school for nueses was in
harmony with the state board of registration and examin -
atlogs for Indiana nurses.  Miss Mae Belle Shm:as,
saperintendant of the hospital, headed the narses' training
sehool,  She was described as "a graduate of ene of the
leading hoapitals of the United Srates, who has had
several years' experience as 2 hospltal teacher and
superintendent, "

Mis Atipa Herez, R N, was hospital supecviser; and
hirs, Amella Schmidt Willlams, R M., was superinteadent,
Dr, Williams was suegeon -In-chacge, and P, W, H,
Meyet, was house physiclan from 1223 1o 1927,

D, Wildam H. Williams, ™, D., was born September
2, 1869 on 4 farm near Clarkeville in Hamiien Connty,
He was the gon of JTanes L, and Suzan Willlams, natives af
Chio,

Described as a “faan boy™ who recelved early education
In the "comnnon schocls®, Dr. Williams later atended
the Central Mormal College in Danviite, Indiana. When
he was 21 he began a career of teaching, which he main=~
talned five years.

" Mareh 3], 1897 he was graduated from Indiana tMedical
College in Indianapolis, After praduation, D, Williams

practiced medicine {n Fowler, Indlana, and completed
post-pradnate cowsas in Chicago, New York and Boston,

Yourg Dr. Williame arrived in Lebanon in 1900, He was
armed with hopes and dreams and the buowledge garnesed
during his post praduate work In surgery, He wanted &
#stablish a hospital. He did.

His nuatses' training school followed the guidelines decreed
by the Nurses' State Association. I {s noted that “praduate
murses all have passed the state examinadons, ™

In the " History of Boone County, Indiapa, ", Vel, II, by
the Hoporable L. M, Crist, it 15 noted that Williams
Hosplral was the "first and only hospiral with a maining
school ever established in Boone County,”

Crist ateo records there were tstally 12 women in the
ralning classes end the classes were "usually fufl, "

I, Willlams was -2 ieemnber of the cotnty and natlonal
medical assoclations, of the Mississippt Valley Medieal
Asprclation and of the Clinica? Congress of Surgery of
North Amozica, He was a member of the Christian
Chureh,

Dr. Wiiliams and Cora C, Morgan were united in
marciage hMarch 31, 1881, They were the parants of one
chilld, who dised while an infant,

An area historlan wiote, "IDn, Wilifarmns was a self-mare
