Lebanon, in thtee different periods of {ts history, has
enjoyed the stams of being a lepally consdruted
politcal entity, the last being, of course, its present
classification as a elry, fifth class

By actlon of the Indiana Genéral Assernbly on
Febimary 17, 1838, the then tiny village of Lebanon
was incorporated as a town with the Legislature
naming as the Town Board of Trustees, Samuel 5.
Brown, John 3, Forsythe, Willlam Zion, Michael
Witt, and Josiak €. Lane, “. . .10 hold oifice uniil
the first Monday In hMay, and wntil theit suiccessors

are eleceed and qualfffed,” Although not documented,

there 1s reason to belisve that Abner K. Longley,
Lebanon's fist cldzen and setrler, was also les firse
wwn clerk.

On February 6, 1339, the Legisiature passed an act
Izgalizing the town meetlng and election held on
donday, May 7, 1838, Again, on Febmary 15, 1841,
Lebanon came wo the attention of the Lagislature when
that body for reasons cbseure and now unknown, acted
o repeal *. . . the act to Incorporate the wown of
Lebanon 1o the county of Boone. " For the next twelve
years, Lebanon was without an}r lagal governmental
status whatspever,
