Three of the several named business spots flar once
thrived in #arion Township where farm families of die
surrounding areas could buy groceries, dry goods, and
netions in general stores werg Morthemn Depot, Dot, and
Adamsville. Northern Depot disappeared nearly a
hundead years agor Dot faded away in e second decade
of the present century: and Adamsyille died out in the
mid =1020",

MNerthern Depot, scarcely more than a place name,
was the site of the First general store end post office to
be esiablished in Boone County's northeast~comer -
tnwnship of Marfon, It was situated near the centet of
the gouthwest quarter of Secrion 30, Towndlip 20 North,
Eange % East, It was about rwo miles northeast of
Flizaville, and a shoet mile west of the Michigan Road,
now 17, 5. Road 42L  The old Purnpkinvine Road led
from Rigaville to Marthem Depof, which was In the
northeast cotner of the T-junction of today’s Covnty
Bead 640 East with the Pumpkinvine Rosd.

Dot was one mile south and two miles aast of
Elizaviile, in the northeast comer of Section 7, Fwp
19 8,, & 1E., and io the southwest coner of the
T-juncton of present county roads M0 East and 500
Merth. Adamsviile was two miles south and ope and
a half miles east of Elizaville, or a mile south and one -
Half mile west of Dot, and {n the northeast corper of the
nerthwest guarter of Sectfon 18, Twp 19 M., B 2 E.,
on the south side of what is now County Road 4060 North.

Abner W. Smith was the founder of Northern Depot In
early 1805 when he began using a large room of his
frame residence for the operation of a general store.

Twelve sections of eastern Clinton Township showing
Iocation of Elizaville, and eighteen sectlons of westain
tarion Township showing locatfons of Nerihern Depot,
Dor, and Adamsville. The names of the larter diree
have been added o a Boone County map published In
1304,

The place could hardly be termed a hamlet. The 1885
map of Marlon Township shows oaly ope building on the
spit that iz marked as Northern Depot.  This building,
apparently, was the one thar boused Smith's family and
bis busfness enterprise.

Shartly after setting up his store, Smith ook the
necessary steps to get 2 past affice for Northem Depot.
His application was granted, and on April 1%, 1855, the
otfice was established with him commissioned as post-

reestablished under another postmasier on July 8, 1880,

[t was again digcontinued on July 24, 1865; reearablished
on August 25, 1845; and terminated forever on December

7. 1875,
A.G, Weed, was postmaster, assisted by Miss Nannle

Stephenson, at Morthern Depot in 1861, Names of other

pastmasters there [s not known, A record of Boone County
men serving in the Union Army during the Civil War shows

Abner W. 3mith as enlisting at Lebanon in Company A,
Wth Indiana Volunreer Infaniry, on Seprember 20, 1365,
He was mustersd out on September 19, 1964, with e
rank of first lientenant,

Theough the fivst five months of the year 1857, swre-
keeper Smith advertised in the Boone County Fioneer
under the heading " ALL §5 RIGHT ar the NORTHERN
DEPGT, " that he sold “dey goods, notlons, groceries,
hardware, gueensware, paiots, oils, dye stmffs, all
kinds of mediclnes, and everything else, and more too,
that iz osnally kept in a country swore.

Duzing the Civil War, a number of men who enlisted
in the Union Army from the area around Northem Depor
gave it as their post office address, as did several farm
families Hsted in the Marion Township section of “The
People's Gulde, " 3 Boone Gounty Directory publizhed in
1874. T a brief directory under the hieading “Marion
Township, Boone County, Indiana,” an Indiana Stare

Surgeon, ilsted Morthern Depor as his post office address,
The final logs of its post office marked the beginning

of the end of Nerhem Depot. It was noted on the
Boone County map 1o the " Tilusteated Arlas of Indiang, "
published in 1878, but was noi shown an the Mariog
Township map in Kingman RBrothers' Roone County
Atlas, published In 1878, It is evident, then, that
Horfhern Depot cedsed to exta in or around the year
17T, with the site soon reverting m farm land, A 1974
Plat book shows the acreage as owned by Thelma and
Keoneth Coy,

Dt was nthing more than thar; just z 4ot on The
Boone County landscape. 1t was never shown on a
county or mwnship chart, but George F. Cram pinpeint -
ed itz Tocation on his map of Wdiana, drawn and
published [u 1903, Tt was often rafemred t by one or the
other of two ridiculong cemimnhity nicknames, Buzzard's
Foost and Swampdoodle.  Country correspondence from
the neighborhood was nsually carried in Lebanon
weeldy newspapers under the heading - Swamploadle,

Dot came into being in the Iate 1850's, and passibly
as late as 1832, becanse In that year, Anderson "Jack”
dmiley was ronning a yeneral store there, and op July
14, 1892, he got 2 poar office for Dot with himeslf
named as postmaster,  Smiley also ran a huekster wagen
in conneetion with his store business. In addition to the
grore buflding, Smiiley had his residence nzarby, and

Adamsville, as was Dot, was nothing more than a
daub of business activity on the mral copntryside. It
waz never oamed o0 a map, and az {5 store -catered 1o
a small and limited ares, it was one of the Teast knowo
and publicized of 4]l Boone County places, Itwas
founded In or arouud the own of e cenury by Joel
Adams, in a cotoer of 2 farm then owned by Mary F
Mewmean, A 1904 map shows 4 square of about ao acre
in the extreme northeast eorpet of the fanm marked with
the letrers, "L & The Initials presumably were those
af Joel Adame.

Adams built a large frame buibling, one side of which
was his farnily living quarters, with the other half uzed
For hig general store, He. sold the storz in 1313 to Cliver
F. ltarks, and went w Elizaville whets he ran a ganeral
sEate ool his relireinent in 1945, He died at the age
of %9 years on Tuly 6, 1980, and was buried in Mts, Run

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In or aroand 1915, Packs sald fhw combioation
resifence and store o Alfved Lo Padgett, who continued
the business until sometime in the mid -1320%s,  After
closing ont fhe store, the Padgerd fardty lived in ithe
Adamisville house for a few more years before moving o
another location.

Molhing rernains o mark thae site 0 Adamsville
today, The one and enly huilding that once stood there
burned, it is said, o or around 940, The 1974 plat
map of Marion Tewnship shows the farm land that oow
inclndes fhe Adamsville corper o be in de ownersiip
of Kenneth and Beveily Magee.

Couuty, he appropriately marked and memcrialized
with mitable historical myackers. x

Everett settled in Fayetre, after serving as an intern at
the Indlanapelis City Hospital, He also practiced
medicine In Whitestown and New Branswick.

D, JTames R Balk Dr. Ball was bowm in Clinten
County on Juna 21, 1868, He died Christnas Day of
1929 of an accidental infection,

The 6 years of his life revolved arcund the world of
medicine. A graduate of Frankfort High chool, D
Ball was also praduated from the Indlana Medical
College in Indlanapolis and took post graduate courses
in Chicapo. _

I iz belleved that Di. Ball launched his practice in
Clarksville In Tippecance County, He came to
Lebanon in 1892 as a peneral practoner and surgeon,

Fr. Career Hutchenson Smith:  History records that
Carter Hatehensan Smith, M, D., was one of the many

When he was a lad of four, his family moved from
Ohic to Indiana, settling at Eagle Creek, When the
young Carter was 10 he had never been to schoel but
be had leatned w read, spell, write and "cipher, "
Later he was able to enter the Thomtown Academy,
After completing iz studies he tanghr school seversl
years to garn funds for his medical educarion,

A Dr, H, T. Cotton, of Zionsville, assisted the
aspiring young doctor, with the loaning of baaks,
offerings of ingmuction, etc, D, Stmith also worked
for & thie with De. Cox, of Kicklin, before entering
Rush tedical College in Chicago, After graduation he
retrmed m Kirklin whete he practiced M years before
mtving to Lebanon,

Dr, Smith and his wife Melssa Moore were the parents
of seven childeen. 4 member of the local medical
society for 30 years, Dt Stith died in 1918, He is
Burfed in Qak HIll Cemetery,

Delaskie Smith, M, D.: DeLaskie Smidi, 1373-19a3,
was the won of Dr. and Mrs. Carter Smith, DeLlashkie
was only two years old when his parents moved to
Lebanon from Kirklin, He was graduated from the
Lebanon sthools {n 1891 and from Indiana hedical
College in 1802,

Dr, In Smith served ag Democratic coroner for Boone
County in 1903, He was alw a member of the Bocie
Cownty edical Soclety, served a term as city heaith
officer and also held a seat on the city counctl,

Dr, Srkth was mrarried to ida Belle Ward in June of

Frank Teuth, 2 lonpg-time resident of the Ladops area
in Montgomery County, confeibuted o reminiscent letter
e Boone Couky Progressive, 4 shorz=lived weekly
newspaper published in Lebanon thronghout most of the
yedr 143, Because much of the material deals with the
Miami Dulians who vanee inhabited e reglon thar be -
came Bocne and Mentgemery conntles, we belleve our
readers will find Mr, Routh's accoant most Inceresting,
With culiwr ediring, we ar repraicing e article as
Bt appeared 1o the old newspaper's e of Apeil 30,
1414, Mr, Routh wrate:

“In thea year 1823, Jesse Routh, a predestinarian
Japrist minister, ogetier with his wife, five sons, and
two danghters, lived in Butler County, Chio. Io the
year reentioned, the eldest son, Edward, as a young
Aysician, tooved 10 dontgenery County, Ind, In the
spring of 1826, he was fullowed to the new coatry by
the writer's father, John P. Routh, who was a boy at
thar tine, sixfeer years uld,  In the following autume,
Jezse Bouch hronghe his family o Monigomery County 1o
sertle alonp the famons old Indlan afl.
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“when the zacond son, Tohn P, came in the aoroomet
of 1828, to live with his elder hoiher, Lhe d0d hwor haye
muech W doin the way of employment, so he spent
much of his thne playing with the Indians. -The Indian
camping pround was near the Fouth homestead, and
John, duriog his fitsc suromer, had many diooting
macches, foot 1aces, and mpning and jumping eonteses
with the indian boys. I will relate to you some of the
slories abuur e Idians as my father wid them to me.

"Cne Saturday avening in the early spring just after
Father's arrfval, a hand of Indian: pitched their 12nts
on the old camping ground,  Along just before dusk
he could ear thelr bleat cali ali over the camp grownd.
Thay used this call w entice the docs o come witin
showting range.  The Indians would bide In 3 secluded
ptace aml! give a call. The dees, drinking it was their
lraby fawns, would come to investigate and be dhot by
noizeless ammows,

"The next moming being Sunday, and the Indians not
knawing Sunday ftotn any other day, started cut to Rung,
Three Indians on that day killed thirty deer. One killed
fifteen, apcther seven, and a third killed cight. Father
did not see fhe deer bur zaw the hides stretched on srakes
the next moming, and was told by the band that three of
their number had killed the deer the day before,

" Another ingtance Fater told about was of the two
Tndians ar Comstall's Village, southwest of Ladoga, that
of Peter Comstalk and old Captain Bl12 trading wives.
Cornstalk was temperate, but his wife would get Jonk.
Bill would getr drunk bur his wife was temperate, Coen-
stalk proposed the trade to Captain B, and afver
cofslderable dickering, the deal was closed, Cornstalk
gave Captain BT a pony 'to boot, ' The women made
no objection, atwd appatently everything was lovely For
ever after.



" Father was matried w Cathering Sparks, his st
wife, in the year 1830, They builc thelr calda in the
woods o the bank of Raccpon Cresl on the cld Indian
wall, After they had moved 1nio their cabin, he began
clearing the pramises of the big trees, In rolling the
logs up inte a pile o be burned, he discoverad une that
contained the ramainz of an Indian chiid.

" A slab gbout three fect long came loose from the top
of the log and helaw was a hollewed out place wheee
the body had baen tald with the sah covering reptaced
and fastened with bickory withes, After he had made
his gruesome discovery, he fastened the LHd back on with
wooden pegs, hiichad a yoke of oxen to the log, and
dragged it hack into the woods where he left iton a
high knoll to decay.

“After a oumber of years, Father ballt a new house
across the creek foom his cabin, and made a feed ot B -1 :
around the cabin, One day he norleed chat the hops ' ! *
