Methodist Epiteopal Church in the southeast comer of
the road intersection, bt gives no Indication of a
gettlement then being there, The old map shows the
land on the northwest comer of the intersection as
being cwned by G. B. Rlehardson: on the noriheast
cormet by J. and G, Jokns; on the southeast comer and
sueronnding the church, by 7, P. Johns; and on the
sourhwest corner by T, Pitiman.

One brief early reference to the village said that it
rook it¢ name frony a big bubbling spring of erystal
clear water that welled fnom e gecund o dbe CoTher
of a woods that once stood adjacent o the hamlet's
sopthwest "city limits, " Later, an equally belef
reference noted that there were several flowing springs
in the imunediate vicinity of the lirtle wwn, giving
rise o the ultimare pluralization of the name as Sig
Speings. Unguestionably, the village was first called
Big Spring,

There is good evidence that Big Springs had been
founded and named as Blg Spring sometime pricr to
1874, “The People's Guide,” a Boone County directory
published in 1874, gave data on the church there as
follows: "M, B Church, blg Spring; membership 100;
value of property, $1,500.00: Rev. Wm. Blake, pastor;
James Colling, superintendent of Sahbath School; T.
Johnton, secreraty; number of scholars, &0,

Under Unjon Township were listed the following:

Bom in Ky. 1B5Z; setdded in B. C. 1873. Rep.
Methodiss;” “Haines & Bro.; wagon and cartlage manu-
facturers; Big spring, Ind,;” "Hooper, Wm.: agent for
omamental and fruit traes; Big Spring Bom in Lid, 1337
settled in B. C, 1883, Dem. Baptist" “Walker, B, L.;
wagon maker; Big Sprlng. Born in Ohio 1844 settled
in 8, C. 18483, Rep.

Big Springs got a post office under the name of Big
Spring on December 4, 1883, when Wiltlam D, Johns,
proprietor of a generzl store was commisstoned post-
master.  Johns was listed in the 1880 Census as a
roerchant, with W, Richardson az a clerk in the srore,
The Rig Spring post office was tarminated on November
15, 1300, under the postrnastership of delisza Osbome,
with the patrons from then on receiving their mail by
a maral roure out of Sheridan.

Telephone service came to Big Springs when the
Big Spring Ceoperative Telephone Coempany was in -
corporated on June 22, 1801, swith the first directory
issued in 1002 listing seventy subscribeis. The company
was bought fn February, 1267, by die Hendrlels
Telephone Corporation and converted to a dial gystem,
now serving some 428 customers, The Hendricks
Corporation, which has it headquarters In Reachdale,
also owns and operatag the
Whitestown Telephone
system,

The Lebanon Fire Deparonent has seen many remark -
able year of growth and change since Qs inception in the
late 1800's, From: the days of bucket biigades e de-
paroment has grown to enconipass sophisticated Lfe-
saving, property-saving equipment.

Remember, there was none of
the 1ife~ saving equipment we take for granted today.

Charles Moore was fire chlef after Hicks, Today,
Chief Roze recalls that uotil 1237, when a2 state law was
passed, [lre chiefs changed with the fluetaaring politics
of the town.

Lebanon flre chiefs through the years were Moore,
Robert Barker, Chester Spurr, Harry McCray, Kenny
Evang, and Bobert Laflin.

Noble Rose bas served ag chief of the Lebanon Fire
Department since 1963,

Varipus locations servesd as howme for the Lebanon fire
fighters, One of the fiost shoes was on the ooed side of
the square, near the old jail, For a cost of 310 the
building was tmowved w the corner of North West and Weat
Washington Streets. Later the firemen were headquarrered
on bain Street,  This location served the area mntil 1962
when the fire stadon was moved o new lacilites in the
Munjcipal Building.

After horses were no longer used to puil the firs
appatatis, the stables of the Waln Street location were
converted inte living areas for the firemen, Many former
area firemen remember the soats that marked history
ot the walls of thar firehouse, The scars were the prints
left by the hooves of the fire horses a3 they kicked the
walls.

Lebanon gamered {ts (st piece of motwrized fire
eqnipment in 1317 with the purchase of a 117 Seagraves,
John Shelby was mayor at the time,  Cost of the fire
engine was 38, 350,

The cost of fire fighting equipment has soared. From
the BI26 for 2 fire wagoo in 1892 the latest truck obealned
for the department cost $34, 500 in 1972, Chief Fpse
citimates that today that same rruck would cost ahout
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
