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HRISTMAS IN LEBANON
IN CIVIL WAR TIMES

In one of iy recent walks about the streets of our busiling
lietle city, peeping it at the well 4illed aml atiractive suow
wirdows and sometimes going in and taking 2 mental involce
of the contapes of crowded counters, shelving and showeases,
I wat very forcibly reminded of the Clirlstnas seasen as it was
chssrved here seventy—five years ago.

Ithink T am safe In sayiog thar ac the e, snd cven up
to about the close of the Clvil War, ouiside of firecraclhers
and other nerve-racking noise -making devices, there wera
no swaks of strietly Christmas goods brought to town.

During the latter years of the war a man ramed Dovley
kept o driyg store and newsstand on the south side of the
square about where the drug store of Hammend & Mitchell
is noner Locared,

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then a boy of about fifieen years of age, I think, was bis
clerk and general uiility boy for the store. He attended the
airival of wains from Indianapotis and brought up v e

stope copies of the Cineinnad Gagetts, the Indianapolls
Jourpal, and the ndianapalis Sentinel, all teeming with the
latest news from the seat of war and other Interesting mattass
of the day.

Sometime about the close of the war or shortly after, this
enterprising boy bought the store of Mr, Dovley and
esfablished what was long and popularly known as "E T,
Lane's Diag Store. " He was e first merchant in town to
cater to the demand of Chrisemas goods

I remember very distinctly his flest stock of that class of
gords, small bar select, stowed away in his most
prominent showease == & dozen ar twa of China dolls thar
captivated the heart of every litrle giel that entered the
store; 2 hobby horse or owo; seine Iitrle med ecking chalrs
for children; and, of course, a liberal supply of [irecrackers
to gratify the military spirit of kot young and old Segotten
by the four years of the war; a limited samount of not+tao =
expensive jewelry perhaps; and a sprinkling of other kmick-
knacks, the whole of which invoice [ think would hardly
excead a whealhartow 1oad,

Ar that thme, peonle who cowld afford it gave family
dinners for relatves and friends, sometimes with turkey and
all the accompanying "flxin's,” TIrlends and acguainiances
whe happened o meet on that day would shout " Chrisirnas
gife” ar each other, and he or she who was firsi to make the
challenge was sapposed w have a claim on the challenged
party, though it was a debt that was seldom paid. It was
soon forgotten and nothing ever came of it,

There was really no such thing as a pre-Christruas trade,
beginting as it does now a month or more hefore Dacambear
25th, and growing more soemrous and voluminous ap to and
licleding Pecember 24th, The peesent day slogan, "Do
your Chiistmas shopping eady” had pever been heard or
even thought of then, Tt was cuticely unnecessary in those
days,

Of eouise people who feli that they could afford it gave
presents g0 their friends or members of their families, but
never of a very expensive class, A man with money or
credit might malie his wife a present of a new calico drass
or, posslbly, & steel spiing hoop skirt, but he would pot
buy ft szansr than the Jday before Chdstmas, and very Hkely

Editor"s Moeg: Joln R, Sanmders, a native of Nicholas
Counzy, Kentucky, and resident of Bocoe Couanty from 1846
until his death in 1932, wrote this artlele L 126, aud gave
it as a talk to mambam attending the Dacerher, 1926,
meeting of the once existent Boone County Tstorleal Soglety,
It was published in the December 10, 1923, lssue of the
Lebanon Pioneer,

M. Saunders lived near and in Lebanon, farming and
teaching school, A man of high {ntellect and keen memory,
he read a number of interesting papers on early Lebanon at
Historical Sociery programs in the 1920's.

not until diat very days she mighe [ind it out, you keow,
and thua spoll a1l the effect of e "surprise,

It wiuld have been a rare streich of the " Cheigonas
spirit” for & Joting father of that day tw have bought a
fundred dollar reed organ [or "Susie, " his oldest daughter,
but I cannot teil you to a cettalnty jingt what would have
happened o the man who rememberad his good wife wiih
a bwo hundred and fifty dollar sealskin coat but [ am guite
sire e would have been osmacized by all his neigbbors if
not acuaily “wmmed cut of church.

But thera were other ways in which our worthy forebearers
celebrated Christmas, At the time of which I write, the
country was moscly covered wirth deese forest.  The wounds
weare tull of wild game such az squirrels, rabbits, wild
rkeys, and frequently deer, and Christmas was 4
favarite day for hunting. The abundaoce and varlety of
game made hunting nat enly a very inteiesting but a very
profitable pastithe,

In thote times every man of any pretensions, and some
widtour any, tiad at teast a squiteel vifle and knew how o
use it.  Shotguns were Tittle used at that time.  Sormerimes,
instead of a hune, the Christonas celebrarion ok on the form
uf the "shooting mateh” or "raffle” where 4 ankey gobbler
oF & wild deer was the attraction, and the best markanan
carrled home the prixe.

At ether thmas there was tha countmy dance which was
uznally a mixtre of good and bad eleinents where
wiishey bottles were 43 plentiful as Tans, and where rowdies
usbally succeeded in breaking the party up in great disorder,

which ssemed io be the heipght of a very unenviable ambitlon,

S0l was Christmas and it ohservance here in Lebanon
and vicihity tuwee ~quarters of 4 century ago. B today the
piles apd piles, the tons and carloads of Christoas goods
grect the eye at every mm, oot only filking the store and
fhow windows bat actually overflowlng and otowding fues
the sidawalls,

Every business house has Christmas goods in moat be -
wildering quantities and varieties. The dry goods
merchants, the grocers, the clothiars, the harlware people,
the milliners, and the publc wdlifes =- all sre doaded down

to capacley witle goods for Chrlsnnas,

Ever}r[mdy, 1 ehlnl, except posibly te blacksmity and
the undertakars, are mealously shouting the reanty and
cheapness of el wares, amd Ihave bhue ke doubt o
what the latter calllug would zgree o faenlsh you with a
suparior quality of “wooden overcoac” art raduced rates {f
vou would abligingly die and give them a chance,

i's @ far ery from (ne habits and custiems of Clhrisinas
chiservance in this good yeyr ol grace, 1926, o the 50's,
G0%s and evern o the eatTy T0%: of e nineteanth, CERTUTY.,
Beginning with the year 1864, the writer of this sketch
rauphi schuol [oe s number of years at what 1s now known
as the "Hagel Collage” disoict, that being my home
distriet.

One whiter wmetime along in the early T0's, 1
snocunced 12 the sehool sl we would give a Chrlsimas
pecfornance and have 2 Chlstmas rece o connection, 1
don't think there were a dozen persons i the tiseciel that
kmew just what sech a ching mesct. Personally, Tdo not
termernber that I had ever ses: one jnyselfl.  wWe had ro
evergreen trée of proper size and shaps, and Iden't think
ihere were any bronght to Lebanon for sale st thar cime,

But about half way from [ahanon w the schoal, on the
cld Jarmes Mealis farm, were some thiee o Tour serabby and
decreplt evergeeen wees.  Through the lkindress ol Mr.
MNealis, we wars permitted to plucl the verdure off those

trecs for our wse on the proposed Christmas oee,

From 4 thicket nearby, we procured a very shapely
walout bush of proper skze, and the older ghls tief the
cedar and pine twigs to the bate limbs of the waluur bush
and we really had a very fair -looking Christmnas res,

We announced a gift for each pupil of the schosl and
passed the hat among the pawons o get 2 lictle financial
help and so kept our promise o sach of the pupils, ¥ one
af meoTe ware absent, the gifts were sent (o them.  We had
a ctowded bouge and g very creditable Ilievary performance,
But the Christmas ree was the chief attracton and was
voted & great success. AT this was & half a cenmry age.
What shall we zay of 1wday?

Walk arcond the eqilre business sectdon of our ofty and
see e hundreds of shapely fit and pine wees, cnly waltlng
the day when they will take their place ir some happy home
or communicy bonse, all rediant with tinsel and lpghrs, and
