Mt. Zion Church and Browns Chapel
by Mrs. Harold (Pauline) Walters

A5 was usual with early settlers, as soon ad they wers
settled, they began to think of a place to worshly, and
they would meet in 4 sexiler’s home until a church house
could be erected. And sooit was in Jackson Township,
wher Uie [itsr sermen was preached in 1830 by Hev, Jeorge
Wallier, a Daptist rainister, at John Porter's line.

Mext came RFev, Thomaz E, Srowe amnd Lis wifc Sosan,
from Lee County, Virginia, and sewicd on land one and
ona half miles east of Mew Ross, bt in Jaclzop Township,
Boone County. In 1832 they organized a class, and this
class went Into the forest, hewed logs, and built their
first churcly, a Meathedist depomination. The geais were
improvized from bogs, splir in the middle, with the flat
surface smooathed dowi, and with stakes inserted under=
neatl w give preper elavadion, The women were i
enfinsiastio a5 the men and were faithful helpess. This
chmreh house was alse used as a schoodhowse, and James
Watson was the teacher,

‘Thiz gronp of erganizers wag very fzithful, and nained
ihe ciurreh " Browhs Chapel” after their leader, Rev. Brown.
Rev. Joseph White, an itinerani rnindster, was the first

Browns Chapel was disbanded and sold, but over the door
of the Mew Rogs.
