Lebanons and Boones

When Adam Miller French, member of a
committee appointed by the Indiana State Legisla-
ture to locate a permanent county seat for newly
created Boone county, Indiana, looked about him on
May 1, 1832, and (as he related in a flowery speech in
Lebanon in 1877,) because the tall hickory trees
growing nearby reminded him of the Biblical
allusion to the cedars of Lebanon, he shouted to his
fellow-committeemen, “The name of this town shall
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be Lebanon.” In making this statement, French was
simply “painting the lily:”” actually, and by his own
admission on other occasions, he named the new
Boone county seat in honor of his home town of
Lebanon, Ohio.

In naming the newborn county seat, French made
no pretense to originality, nor did he claim priority
rights for his selection. Neither did the historically
unknown who suggested Boone, “in honor of Colonel
Daniel Boone, the pioneer of the west,”” as the name
for the new county make a similar pretense or claim.

That Lebanon and Boone were quite popular as
place names is amply evidenced in the index of the
“Life Pictorial Atlas of the World,” published in
1961 by Rand McNally. Listed are nineteen cities
and towns of Lebanon, and eight counties of Boone,
plus six towns bearing the name of Boon or Boone.
All these places are within the continental United
States.

Lebanon, Indiana, is third in size of the nineteen
cities and towns, being exceeded by Lebanon, in
Lebanon county, Pennsylvania: and Lebanon, Ten-
nessee. A close runner-up for fourth place is
Lebanon, New Hampshire. The remaining fifteen
Lebanons are in the states of Connecticut, Delaware,
Florida, Illinois, Kansas, Kentucky, Maine, Mis-
souri, Nebraska, New Jersey, Ohio, Oregon, South
Dakota, and Virginia.

There is a Lebanon county in Pennsylvania, and
the towns of Lebanon Junction in Kentucky, and
Lebanon Station in Florida, and, of course, there is
listed the Asiatic country of Lebanon. Maine has an
East Lebanon: Ohio has a South Lebanon: and
there are West Lebanons in Indiana, Maine, New
Hampshire, and Pennsylvania. Indiana and Ohio
each have a New Lebanon. Pennsylvania has a
Mount Lebanon, a city of around 35,000 population.

Of the eight counties named in the atlas index,
Boone county ranks second in size. Boone county
Missouri, is the largest; Boone county, Iowa, is third;
and Boone county, West Virginia, is fourth.

Other states having Boone counties are Arkansas,
Illinois, Kentucky, and Nebraska. Michigan has a
Boon county, and there are cities and towns of Boone
in Colorado, Iowa, Nebraska, North Carolina, and
Virginia, and a village of Boon in Michigan. There is
a Boone Grove in Indiana, and a Boone river, a small
stream, in Iowa. X
