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ARTICLE 4. PERFORMANCE MEASURES

4.01

Territory agrees to provide regular status and performance reports, including run data,
staffing, hours of service provided, special events staffed, and such other matters as
Territory and its Chief deem appropriate, to Union through the Executive Board of the
Territory, or individually, not less frequently than quarterly.

ARTICLE 5. DEFAULT

5.01

Default

If any party hereto fails to make a good faith effort to comply with the terms of this
Agreement, or if Union does not pay for services as set forth above, then it shall be
considered in default hereunder. Territory will continue to respond to fires and other
emergencies for a period of ninety (90) days to allow the defaulting party to cure the
default. In the event Union defaults, it will not be entitled to compensation or other
relief, nor will it be entitled to any interest in the fire apparatus, equipment, or other
property of Territory, except that equipment owned or acquired under a separate
agreement or contract. In the event Territory defaults, Union will be entitled to a refund
of the amount already paid under this Agreement for the period services were not
delivered.

ARTICLE 6. MISCELLANEOUS

Mutual Aid Agreements

Union hereby approves Territory entering into any mutual aid agreements with
contiguous or neighboring jurisdictions to provide fire and rescue services to those
jurisdictions and to request assistance from those jurisdictions should such assistance be
necessary.

This Agreement may be amended only by written instrument signed by all of the parties
hereto.
