
MAJOR B House Rules 9, 10, 11 Yr. Old 
 

For the  Baseball Season Zionsville Little League shall use the OFFICIAL 
Baseball  Regulations and Playing Rules, as published by Little League Baseball 
Inc., with the following additions, revisions, changes: 
 
Regulation Players:  

1. Every player on a team roster shall participate in each game for a 
minimum of nine (9) defensive outs 

2. Any one player can only play the same position for 3 innings during a 
game, excluding catchers and excluding pitchers. 

3. Every player on a team roster who attends a game shall bat in the 
lineup. 

4. 2 runs per inning maximum on passed balls or wild pitches.                                                                                                     
5. Teams can play with 8. Teams playing with 7 must take an out after 

the last batter in the batting order.  6 players takes 2 outs. 
6. Catchers need to be removed from catching for at least 1 inning after 

catching 3 consecutive innings. 
 
 
 
 
 
Regulation Pitchers: Revise paragraph (e) to read:  The home team scorekeeper 
shall be the official pitch count recorder; unless a different individual is agreed to 
by both managers before the game starts.  Irregardless of who is designated as 
the official pitch count recorder, both scorekeepers (and separate pitch count 
recorder, if used) shall review pitch count with each other at the end of each half 
inning, and inform the umpire of the count.
